FROM THE PASTOR

“The earth is the Lord’s and
all that is in it, the world,
and those who live in it; for
he has founded it on the
seas, and established it on
the rivers.” (Psalm 24:1-2)

From the very beginning of
the Bible, our faith teaches
that God is the creator of
the universe and everything
in it. It all belongs to God,
everything. And God has
given human beings the
responsibility to nurture and
protect this creation
(Genesis 2:15). Yet every
year we human beings
dump 10 million tons of
plastic waste into the sea,
choking and poisoning wild-
life. We pollute our air,
land and water with toxic
chemicals, wiping out
natural habitats and
contributing to global
warming.

We have been doing a
things as a church. Fo
past year, our property
committee has been
working with Greenfaith, an
interfaith organization that

ment. Working with
Greenfaith, we have
assessed our energy use,
and are planning to
upgrade our lighting and air
-conditioning systems to
become more energy-
efficient. We will have to
invest some money in this
project. But we will save in
the end, and it’'s good for
the environment.
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We are also teaching our
children. This spring they
have been learning to care
for plants and the earth in
Sunday School. Thanks to
the leadership of Suzanne
Broffman and others, the
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children prepared and planted a raised
garden bed near the Fort Lee Road
entrance to the church. The church also
purchased and installed a compost bin
and the children are collecting compost
to recycle food scraps and create good
soil to use in future planting projects.

These are small gestures, but they help us all to
remember and appreciate our responsibility for
the earth.

We still have a long way to go as a church and
as individuals. We need to keep working on our
energy use, and figure out how to cut back on
our use of disposable plates, cups and utensils.
We can make more of an effort to carry reusable
bags and water bottles, eat less meat, and walk
or ride a bike when traveling short distances.
We can support causes and policies that seek to
preserve the beauty and diversity of God’s crea-
tion. And we can go out and appreciate “the
earth with its store of wonders untold,” as we
sing in one of our hymns, or “field and forest,
vale and mountain, flowery meadow, flashing
sea, chanting bird and flowing fountain,” that call
us to rejoice in God.

Paul wrote in Galatians that “the fruit of the
Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness,
generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-
control.” (5:22-23). What would it look like for us
to treat the earth with love, joy, peace, patience
and kindness? How might we act with
generosity, gentleness and self-control towards
God’s creation?

This summer, and in the years to come, may we
challenge each other to be the best possible
stewards of this earth.

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Family Promise: Keeping Homeless Families Together

This is the 4th summer our congregation will be working at the temporary shelter housed at First
Presbyterian Church in Englewood. Our service dates are Wednesday through Friday, July 1, 2
and 3. The job is to provide dinner for 15 people each of these nights. Two people also
stay on site over night, until the guests are picked up at 6AM each morning.

We recommend that 2 people work together to plan, purchase and prepare the meal. Food can
either be cooked at home or on site. Cooks will be told a week in advance about food prefer-
ences, allergies, etc. Dinner is served at 7:00PM.

Overnight staffers are welcome to arrive in time to eat dinner with the cooks and guests. You will
have an air mattress to sleep on but should bring your own pillow and bedding. In the morning
you will put out “bag and go” breakfast foods that have been provided in advance. Once the
guests depart, you will close up the kitchen before you leave by 6:30AM.

Depending on the ages of the children, activities can be provided. For instance, past summers we
have put out sprinklers on the lawn, had movies on the DVD player, and have played games.
Extra volunteers, including children, can participate in planning fun things to do.
